· Article for appropriation of CPC revenue to specific categories – John Goldthwait motioned to recommend the article as written. William Scarpelli seconded the motion. So voted unanimously.
· Article to appropriate $100,000 to the Affordable Housing Trust - John Goldthwait motioned to recommend the article as written. William Scarpelli seconded the motion. So voted unanimously.
· Article to appropriate $5,000 to the Historical Society for archival materials and preservation of Historic Society Collection - John Goldthwait motioned to recommend the article as written. Wally Kemp seconded the motion. So voted unanimously.
· Article to appropriate $20,000 to the Park and Rec Committee to design a pocket park at the former Curtis School site on Main Street. – Wally Kemp motioned to recommend the article as written. William Scarpelli seconded the motion. So voted unanimously.
· Article to appropriate $50,000 for the creation of a Trail Feasibility Study under the Rails to Trails program - John Goldthwait motioned to recommend the article as written. William Scarpelli seconded the motion. So voted unanimously.
