It’s the toxic mix of bacteria, 
chemicals, metals, nutrients 
and other contaminants that 
washes over pavement and 
other impervious surfaces and 
flows down storm drains to 
our waterways.  

KEEP FALLEN LEAVES OUT OF STREETS  
Do not blow or rake leaves, grass clippings, brush, and tree 
branches into the street. These will leach nutrients into 
stormwater runoff and contribute to pollution in our waters. 
Leaf litter can also plug storm drains and increase flooding 
issues. Instead, mulch or compost yard waste away from 
streams or other waterways, or dispose at your local landfill.

HOW TO CUSTOMIZE FOR YOUR TOWN: 

1. In the top right corner, delete the circle 
that says “Town Logo Here in WHITE”   

2. If your town seal has a transparent 
background ( a PNG file) then place and 
resize the seal image to fit the same area 
as the circle. 

3. If your town seal does not have a 
transparent background, please follow 
these instructions: 

a. Place and resize the image to fit the 
same area as the circle. 

b. If the image is not square then crop it 
using the “aspect ratio of 1:1” under 
the crop options menu. 

c. Then, also in the crop options menu, 
select “crop to shape selecting the 
oval from the shape options. 

d. Adjust the cropping if necessary to 
ensure that your entire town seal is 
displayed.   

4. Save the updated file as PDF or JPG.
